El Puente Academy of Peace and Justice takes great pride in being able to represent the Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front in the region of Kashmir in a manner that will not only help to improve current situations, but ignite change through our institutional goals – peace and justice. 

KEY POINTS

1. Independence of Kashmir – Identifying other nations and organizations that will defend human rights and provide open industry and diplomatic negotiations will allow Kashmiris to finally complete their movement for independence. 

2. Economic Stability – As the world’s economies search for answers, it is vital that nations in South Asia take the responsibility to aid its neighbors as well as restore their own economic stability in the world. major world power in the oil industry, Dubai looks to find new sources of energy to power the world toward a cleaner existence.

3. Advancements in Security – As Iran, India and Pakistan develop nuclear programs and make it clear that their nuclear power is substantial, we must understand all of our roles as citizens of the world. Consideration for the true power of nuclear weapons is essential toward understanding how to bridge peaceful relationships.

4. Corrupted Governments – With expectations of rising populations, we must be able to provide citizens and future citizens the safety of responsible and respectable governments. Taking steps to rule out corruption will be necessary before establishing the region as an efficient part of the world. 
5. Education Systems and Programs – We cannot expect our citizens to move toward progress and sustainability if we do not provide educational programming that will allow for citizens of the world to have the proper knowledge to successfully establish future generations of world class citizens. 
BACKGROUND/BRIEF HISTORY OF KASHMIR

Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front want the people of Kashmir to reach independence from India and Pakistan. The dispute over Kashmir has been going on for 63 years, and India nor Pakistan have come to a conclusion. We, the members of the Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front, feel it is time for the voice of Kashmir to be heard and time for the people of our region to act. The region of Kashmir has caused many conflicts between the two countries.

•  In 1947, Pakistani raiders and soldiers attacked the state forcing the Maharaja to flee to India. Maharaja agreed to make Jammu and Kashmir apart of India to. The ruler at that time was Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru. He accepted Jammu and Kashmir accession .To India and he also agree to rescue his people from the Pakistani attackers.

· The plebiscite was not held because Pakistan refused to vacate the large parts of Jammu and Kashmir that had been occupied by its soldiers. The plebiscite was meant for all of the people in state of Jammu and Kashmir, but the Pakistanis felt that the parts of the state they had captured was theirs and would not part with it.
· Pakistan defied the agreement reached by the world body the United Nations and refused to vacate its troops. The powerful countries of the world did nothing to ensure that Pakistan honored the UN resolutions on Jammu and Kashmir. India could not therefore hold a plebiscite. 

· Neither India nor Pakistan gave the people of Kashmir a chance for independence. Ever since then India and Pakistan have been taking full charge of Jammu and Kashmir. The plebiscite can’t be held firstly Pakistan continues to illegal occupy l large chunk of Jammu and Kashmir and does not allow the people any choice of freedom. They cannot elect a government and they cannot dare talk against Pakistan for fear of being killed.

COMMITTEE ON GOVERNANCE

The Kashmir region is headed by a Governor, Chief Minister, and a Council of Ministers that target what is needed to help keep the region under Indian control. 

The Governor role is part of the executive branch and is created to execute the following: settle political disputes, they can veto state bills, and they also have partial power to change a criminal sentence that was brought against the criminal. The Chief Minister provides political leadership for their party and also provide direction and leadership for the government. The Chief Minister acts as the spokesperson for the government and community. The Council of Ministers is made up of a group of people who look the stability of the region. Examples are natural resources, health of citizens, and the economy.

Although, the government in Jammu Kashmir is supposedly selected through democratic means, the small region is dictated by the government of India. Government officials in Jammu Kashmir have Indian interests as top priority. 

In the region of Jammu Kashmir the government of Pakistan has already given away 5,130 sq kms of the region to China illegally.

COMMITTEE ON ECONOMICS

For sixty three years, India and Pakistan have been fighting for the region known as Jammu Kashmir. The main theory on why these two countries are fighting for this region has been religion, but the other is the resources that are provided in this region. The main resources that are available in Jammu Kashmir are water supplies and forestation, both of which are very important resources in the world. 

The Indus Treaty states that the water in the Indian Punjab, which flows to Pakistan, would be able to be used by Pakistan and India, but the people of Jammu Kashmir are nowhere to mentioned in this treaty. The only issue being satisfied by this treaty is Pakistan and India’s needs. It also goes to show, Pakistan and India can actually agree on something when it is vital; thus their agreement on the Indus Water Treaty. This treaty is a perfect example of how India and Pakistan are still able to agree on exploiting Jammu Kashmir for their resources even after they have been fighting against one other for so long. The interest for control of Jammu Kashmir and its water supply has only risen because according to recent statistics, it is expected that by the year 2015, one-third of the world’s population will not have access to clean drinkable water. Without this water supply, India and Pakistan would have to find other water resources. With this resource, India would control one of the most, if not the most highly demanded resource in the world. Currently, India and Pakistan are dividing the resources in this region, which is unfair because the resources are found in Jammu Kashmir, which has been searching for independence as long as India and Pakistan have been in conflict.  India blames the conflict with Pakistan for the slow development of Jammu Kashmir, yet they failed to state the fact that they are stealing mass amounts of resources from the region. 

Another major resource of Jammu Kashmir is the forested areas. There are many forested regions which can provide other demanding needs for humanity such as oxygen, and materials like wood and paper. India and Pakistan’s logging companies are cutting down Jammu Kashmir’s trees and selling them for profit, leaving nothing to the people from the region. As this cutting continues, more and more places become inhabitable which is causing many endangered species to soon become extinct. Pakistan and India are destroying the life of this region, which if developed, could have great potential. The real question is: What will Pakistan and India do after the resources in Jammu Kashmir start decreasing? To conserve Jammu Kashmir, drastic measures have to be taken immediately. 

If Jammu Kashmir reaches sovereignty, jobs would be made by hiring citizens to maintain Jammu Kashmir’s resources. This would bring a spark to the economy, which would then lead to bigger and better things. This sixty three year old conflict has only brought chaos and war to Pakistan and India; if Jammu Kashmir become its own country, we can move in the direction of peace.  

Water:

· Build pipelines for water to travel to the people

· Become distributor for neighboring countries that may struggle to find clean water

· Create stronger infrastructure for the region

Forests:

· Build houses

· Use trees to make paper which can be used for newspapers, schools, etc. 

· Oxygen to keep the environment healthy

Opportunities with Economic Stability:

· A developed country with morals of peace

· A country who can sustain itself with its resources

· Freedom of speech, religion etc.

· Safe place to live

COMMITTEE ON RESOURCES

               Jammu Kashmir has one of the most beautifully covered lands in the northern region of India. Jammu Kashmir is located in northwest India, northeastern Pakistan, and southwest of China. Jammu Kashmir has wonderful resources that could make up the economic heart of the region. The main resources in this region are water, land, forest area, oil, geothermal energy, petroleum, hydroelectric, and wind energy.

               Jammu Kashmir has a variety of resources, but is not as helpful to its own region as it is to others (Pakistan and India). They are not available as they should be to the Kashmir people, instead they are being used to better the economies of the India and Pakistan. They Kashmiris are simply being exploited by India and Pakistan. An example of the exploitation is the Indus Water Treaty of 1960. Pakistan and India “may be insecure about their water needs more than ever and obviously won’t like to be exposed for one more moral crime they have committed against Kashmir in the form of the Indus Water Treaty. In broad terms, both the countries agreed on two main points: first, the waters in the Indian Punjab (whose natural course goes to Pakistan ) could be harnessed by India for agricultural and industrial needs. 

· This allows India to be free to construct reservoirs to store the water and use it in any way they deem necessary. 

· Second, there would be no such reservoirs in Kashmir and the rivers that originate in Kashmir and whose natural course goes to Pakistan would be allowed to flow freely and that Pakistan would be free to use them for its needs. 

Gradually it became an accepted norm for both countries, despite the wars and tension between the two neighbors they never backed out of it at nay point of time since its implementation”. So even though these two counties have been enemies for 63 years (since 1947-2010) they have seem to come together to use Kashmir water resources. “Jammu Kashmir has used only 16 percent of its ground water available. This potential would be tapped in full to secure as an alternative to conventional source of water supply”. To save water, it as felt that as a first step, the state should begin water budgeting, which means that the only way that Kashmir can control there own water is for India and Pakistan to stop using it for their own needs. It is projected that in the next 5-10 years, 1/3 of the world will not have clean water which means that  Kashmir could become a major source for water relief. Since the April 2005, Pakistan has had their eyes on Kashmir water resources because they were suffering from water shortages and were in need of fresh sources where dams could be constructed. Since then, it was said that “about 50 percent of it (Pakistan’s water) is expected to be lost by 2010, making it difficult to support cotton sowing and wheat manufacturing”. 

                Jammu Kashmir forest area in Kashmir has great economic value. Forest areas are one of the most important resources of the state spreading in an area of 2,236 sq. km. which accounts for 20% of the total geographic area. 

Forest area in the valley of Kashmir provide the following:

· timber and fire wood

· fodder for cattle

· medical herbs 

· balldona, hyoseyamus

· digitalis

· menthol

· artenisis; polygonal, pedophyllum, rubus, trilliu, hops and kuth 

Among the forest in Kashmir are the famous health resources like gulmany, pahalgam, sonamarg, achhobbal, verinag, and kokarnacy.  Kasmir forest area obtains medical herbs that can be put to good use but the deforestation is causing endangered species to go extinct, while the construction of roads is destroying the natural herbs and plants that could help the people of the region.

                  The region's most important industry in terms of traditional employment is agriculture.  About 80 percent of the people in the region are involved in agricultural activities. The major crops cultivated are the following: 

· rice

· wheat

· corn

· tobacco

· rapeseed

· pulses

· saffron

· amaranth

· and fruit

Kashmir represents only a small portion of total agricultural productivity for both India and Pakistan. This past season, India produced a record wheat crop with the current level of conflict in the region.  Kashmir region produces only a very small percentage of each nation's total grain and food supply. For sugarcane, wheat, rice, pulses and oilseeds Jammu and Kashmir represents less than one percent total agricultural production and less than one percent of agricultural GDP.” Jammu Kashmir has no food security and should be entitled to it. The Jammu Kashmir population is apart of a rural society that depends on its resources as a source for economic stability.

       We the JKLF want to make sure that this stops and wants equality for Jammu Kashmir as any other country.

COMMITTEE ON RIGHTS & RESPONSIBILITIES

       Our current status within Kashmir can only be defined as having our human rights constantly violated. The people of Kashmir are torn between two governments, two countries that have been using Kashmir for its resources and their legislative power has given them an advantage because it doesn’t allow Kashmir to gain its independence. The separation within religion has been a major discussion between Pakistan and India, and since Kashmir is geographically located in between the two nations, they have been the largest victim in the conflict. Throughout the sixty-three year conflict, many human rights violations have occurred and it is now where we must realize that humanity needs to take a priority over religion in order to bring peace.

       With a population of 10,069,987, human rights amongst Kashmiri's has been violated by Indian and Pakistani military forces and the economic power that they hold. Indian governance has defended their excuse, which is, that all the human rights violations have occurred due to the fact that "the people of Kashmir are terrorists". Although Kashmir has a recognized past, the thought of their independence has been evident since no change has occurred. The human rights violations within Kashmir are recognized constantly as:

* the assassination of political leaders

* disappearances

* murder and torture

* custodial deaths of civilians

* militant attacks on the civilian population

* attacks and restrictions on hospitals and medical aid providers

* women have been tortured, raped and killed

* many children have been left as orphans

* Pakistan has illegally provided china with a piece of our region

* those fleeing the region have been stopped at the borders.

* resources have been taken for India and Pakistan interests

       The people have been victims to this huge division within the country. Important groups pertaining to many issues within this world such as the United Nations sub-commission and commission, the NGO consortium (Non Governmental Organization), Security Council and the International Educational Development have noticed and addressed this issue, but it has been continuously ignored for over 50 years. There has been no resolution and no one has been condemned for these violations. If the people try to defend the plebiscite which should have occurred many years ago, human rights violations would be the cost of having a voice for their country. An example of these acts would be in the year 1995, where a session was placed within the sub-commission where a man known by Mr. Jalil Andrabi, a chairperson of the Kashmir Council of Jurist, was abducted and killed by the Rashtriya Rifles in March 1996, for defending and mentioning Kashmir status and voting for change.

       As mentioned before the excuses has been that "the people of kashmir are terrorists". So when the people of the region stand against these violations and choose to use their communal voice, the people have been heard but ignored, and their personal rights to life in their region have been violated. If speaking against the defense of human rights makes the Kashmiris terrorists, then what do the people of India and Pakistan consider themselves?

Stance of the Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front

       We the Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front are the people in high defense of Kashmir's liberation. We feel that Kashmir has become a personal playground for India's and Pakistan's differences. We have been deprived from our resources by these two countries while they exploit us for their own advantages. We have seen the mistreatment of our people, torturings, killings and the rape of our women. We understand that we have a recognized past but it is not a reason to revive the past context; our intentions are to bring peace to our region. We deserve our independence because our voice in the question of our own existence has been ignored. We want our equality and to be create our own nation, not a puppet regime to aid other nation’s economic and militant power.

Jammu Kashmir’s 10 Point Political Platform

1. Independence

        We want our independence from the ruling of India and Pakistan's governance with a major defense from the people of strict religions. We should not be held under the ruling of a people who kill our citizens or deprive and exploit our resources to their own advantages. Our intentions are to bring peace to the people and their homes. We are tired of being the playground to those of larger nations. We declare our independence as a topic that has been recognized but has not been respected due to lack of unification because of the higher "powers": we will defend our right of independence.

2. Governance

       Our region deserves a government who communicates and defends its citizens. A government who guides us and makes sure that its goal is to provide and work together with its people. We do not want any assigned public officials or representatives from the Indian and Pakistani governments. We want the right to democracy, so that we may vote for our representatives. A plebiscite must be executed fairly with our involvement.

3. Security

       Our region wants protection. We must be certain that the people of Kashmir are well guided and protected. Anyone who commits a violation of human rights or crimes against our national beliefs shall be convicted. Trials will be used to determine the guilt or innocence of each individual. We do not want our military forces involved in conflict fight for any other reason other than self-defense of our region or the defense against public endangerment. The only people allowed to bear arms should be those whose services pertain to the protection of our region and its people. Anyone who has been convicted or has a past history of violence should not have the right to bear arms.

4. Resources

       The people of Kashmir should be open to the resources of their region. They should also have knowledge as to what is being done with the resources and the benefits we have gained as a region. The region wants to build economic stability through our own resources and the through the will of our people. This will allow us to improve our economy and infrastructure to improve productivity within the region.

5. Education

       Everyone has the right to an education. It should be a free education or one that is affordable for all. There should be free services for those who need extra educational services. In order to have a stable and peaceful society we must invest greatly to the  education of our people. 

6. Health Care

       Everyone in our region shall be able to receive health care benefits. For many years our health care systems have not been receiving the attention it deserves. We want health care locations, such as hospitals, health centers, mental health centers, rehabilitation centers to be accessible to all. Health care should be free to those with no income. To those who have a steady financial background it should be priced according to their financial history. 

7. Welfare, housing, benefits of the people

       We the people of Kashmir realize that the 13.9% of the population is below the poverty line. We want a system to help those in need: help provide housing and food benefits, the elderly, as well as, everyone else who is in need. The people under this system must work for their benefits and will be rewarded as they contribute to the economic system.

8. Economy

       Our region wants a productive economy, meaning the labor completed should not only benefit individuals, but the society as a whole. The labor in the region should bring comparable wages. Our economy should allow individuals the opportunity to work and provide for their individual families, while still benefiting from government aid as they contribute to the society. 

9. Women

       Women should be allowed to have equal opportunities to those that allowed to men. Women should have equal education in academic settings. Women should be open to the same jobs that men are to have; all personal rights that pertain to a human being in general should be equally respected as the men. Women, as well as, men will receive proper health benefits according to their needs. 

10. Religion

       There should be freedom of choice for religious practice. Respect should be granted to all members of any religion in the region of Kashmir. Those involved in violations and discriminations of any matter against other religious members shall be condemned with a consequence due to the nature of the violation and/or discriminatory act. Religion must be perceived as part of our humanity and thus given the proper accommodations for religious acts, practices, rituals and celebrations.  

COMMITTEE ON RELIGION & IDENTITY

Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front has three dominant religions; Islam, Hinduism and Buddhism with most of the population among the Islamic faith. Almost 90 percent of the region is Muslim. The Muslim's are divided into two sects, the Sunnis and the Shiite's. The majority of the Hindu's consist of Kashmiri Pandits and Gujjars. Many of the Gujjars were converts to Islam once in the region of Kashmir, while Kashmiri Pandits represent a minority after they migrated from to the Kashmir valley because of the constant terror threat. The Buddhist population is mainly found in the Ladakh region of Kashmir, where it predominates. 

          Islam is the name by which the religion preached by the Holy Prophet Muhammad, who appeared in Arabia more than thirteen hundred years in age. According to the Quran, the sacred Book of Islam, the religion of Islam is as wide in its conception as humanity itself. It did not originate from the preaching of the Holy Prophet Muhammad, but it was as well the religion of the prophets that went before him. Islam was the religion of Adam, Noah, Abraham, Moses and Jesus; it was, in fact, the religion of every Prophet of God, who appeared in any part of the world. Islam is the religion of every human child that is born, according to the Holy Prophet who, to be accurate, is not the originator but the latest exponent of that Divine system which was made perfect at his advent.

       Thus, according to Islam, Divine revelation is a necessary factor in the evolution of man. And from its crudest form to its highest form, Divine revelation is the universal experience of humanity and a Divine gift bestowed upon all the nations of the world. Secondly, further strengthening the idea of the scientific in religion, Islam presents all its doctrines as principles of human conduct and action, and makes each point of belief the basis for action by man for his development to higher and yet higher stages of life.

       The great characteristic of Islam is that it requires its followers to believe that all the great religions of the world that prevailed before it, were revealed by God; and thus Islam lays down the basis of peace and harmony among the religions of the world.

       The five principles as already indicated are:

(1)  a belief in God, the Great Unseen 

(2)  in Divine revelation

(3)  in the life to come; and on the practical side

(4)  prayer to God, which is the source from which springs the love of God

(5) charity in its broadest sense; indicating respectively the performance of our duties to God and man. 

        The Islamic religion is suffering in Kashmir because they are being deprived of the beliefs which leads a major part of the conflict between India and Pakistan. 

COMMITTEE ON KASHMIR

Kashmir is known for having a rough history. JKLF was set up in the United Kingdom in 1977 while under the leadership of Amanuall Khan, the JKLF was known to be a terrorist group. The JKLF shared a common goal, self determination for the people of Jammu and Kashmir. The Yasin Malik faction has renounced the use of violence to attain that goal.


The list below are events that led to further conflict between India and Pakistan in the region of Kashmir.

  January 26, 1957 – the 765th meeting of the dispute, people of Kashmir stated that Kashmir is an integral part of the Republic of India. Today no Indian government can allow some people in Jammu and Kashmir to break away from India.

 1965 – Problems arise again, initiating the Indian and Pakistani war.

 January 10, 1966 – After the war, the Tashkent Declaration was signed stating that any dispute over Kashmir should not result in any harmful force whatsoever.

 1971 – Another conflict over Kashmir between India and Pakistan breaks out. The Shimla Act is passed and both countries agreed to respect the line of control until the issue is finally resolved.

   1975 – An accord signed by Prime Minister Gandhi and Abdullah made a "Constituent Unit" of India.

Through this accord, Indian Parliament reaffirms its right to legislate on any matter concerning the territory of the State Jammu Kashmir leaving Pakistan with almost 78,000 kilometers of the 220,000 kilometers of Kashmir. Due to this dispute, many people have lost their lives.

The state of Jammu Kashmir is suffering through injustice. Kashmiri people today feel deprived and cheated as a result of devastating damage inflicted to their unique culture and heritage, education system, economy and environment. Most distressingly human rights abuse has become ubiquitous in Kashmir. Army brutality, torture, custodial violence, reprisal attacks against civilians; disappearances and destruction of property are today a palpable reality in Kashmir. People are caught in a vicious cycle of violence. The agony and suffering of Kashmir has only compounded while the state has plunged into a deep economic recession, chaos and anarchy. Today, what is left in the valley is a populace stunned with confusion and sorrow, unprepared to endure more killings just to keep the Kashmir issue simmering. Kashmiri's and the Jammu Kashmir Liberation Front can no longer ignore this. Kashmir can not be expected to wait until India and Pakistan develop a friendly and cordial relationship with each other, to talk over the future of the region. 

The people of Kashmir are experiencing Human Rights Violations from both countries which the region its under. According to Kashmiri - Canadian Council almost 50,000 Kashmiri's have died since 1989. Under the Jammu and Kashmir Disturbed Areas Act and the Armed Forces Special Powers Act, both passed in July of 1990, security forces personnel have extraordinary powers. For example, the authority to shoot suspected lawbreakers and those disturbing peace and to destroy structures suspected of harboring militants or arms. According to the Kashmiri - Canadian Council, 6,300 Kashmiri women have been raped. Rape is being used by the Indian security forces to attack Kashmiri women suspected of sympathizing with "militants." Through rape, the security forces are humiliating the entire community. 

List of Violations

· 27 March 1996, the dead body of human rights lawyer Jalil Andrabi was found in the river Jhelum, 19 days after he had been seen taken away by military personnel.  

· On 30 March 1996, 23 members of the faction of the Jammu and Kashmir Liberation Front led by Amanullah Khan were killed when police fired mortar shells at their office in Srinagar.

· On 18 September 1997, 11 people, including women and children, were killed by mortar shelling at Arin Bandipora.

·  In January 1998, nine people, including a woman and child, were killed in Kadrana village, Doda district, when army soldiers opened fire on people protesting an earlier arrest.   

· In July 1998, 40 people, including women and children were killed in and near Surankote. 

· On 28 June 1999, fifteen members of two Muslim families, including women and children, were shot dead at Surankote, Poonch district, by unidentified gunmen wearing army uniforms who shot two more women as they fled.  

   

· On 20 March 2000, 36 Sikhs were shot dead in Chittisinghpora; on 25 March 2000, five men were unlawfully killed who were implicated in the earlier killings. On 3 April 2000, seven people demonstrating against the earlier two incidents were shot dead by police.

· On the night of 1 August 2000, at least 105 people were shot dead in several different incidents.   

· On 15 February 2001, six people were shot dead in Haigam during protests at an earlier death in custody when security forces and/or police opened fire on them.

A few violations that occurred in Kashmir are listed above. Most of those involved in the killings still remain free.
